General ID’S Requirements for the Written Test / Learner's Permit
1. Minimum Age
o You must be at least 15 years old to apply for a learner's permit.
2. Traffic Law and Substance Abuse Education Course
o In Florida, first-time applicants must complete a course called TLSAE (“Traffic Law and Substance Abuse Education”) or the newer DETS (“Driver Education Traffic Safety”).
o Also called “Drug, Alcohol & Traffic Awareness” (DATA) in some cases.
3. Vision and Hearing Tests
o You must pass vision and hearing tests at an authorized center. If you need glasses, hearing aids, etc., you must wear them to pass the test, and this will likely be noted on your license.
4. Written Knowledge Exam / Class E Knowledge Exam
o The written exam usually has 50 multiple-choice questions about traffic laws, road signs, and safe driving practices. You must pass with at least 80% correct answers.
5. Identification and Residency Documentation
Three types of proof are needed:
Type                 	What to Prove	Acceptable                                      Examples
Proof of Identity	Your actual identity, name, date of birth	U.S. birth certificate; U.S. passport; naturalization or citizenship certificate; valid passport.
Proof of Social Security Number	Prove you have an SSN or are covered under the law	Original Social Security card; W-2 form; 1099 form; pay stub with SSN.
Proof of Residential Address	Current address in Florida	2 utility bills (water, electricity, phone, cable, etc.), lease agreement, property deed, vehicle registration, Florida voter card, etc. Must be dated recently.
6. Parental/Guardian Consent (if you are under 18)
o If you are a minor (<18), parental/legal consent is required. A parent/guardian must sign a consent form. In some cases, if you took the test online, you will also need a parent/guardian "proctoring" form.
7. REAL ID / REAL ID compliance
For certain new or renewal credentials, your license or ID may be required to meet REAL ID standards, which involves additional documentation to verify legal identity, legal presence in the U.S., etc.


Types of immigration status
1. Immigrant / Permanent Resident (Green Card, etc.)
2. Non-immigrant (temporary visa: F-1, J-1, M-1, etc.)
3. Asylee, refugee, person granted parole, etc.
What documents are required depending on your status
A. Immigrants / Permanent Residents
Primary identification / legal presence
One of the following documents with your full name:
• Permanent Resident Card (Green Card, Form I-551)
• I-551 stamp in passport or on I-94
• Immigration court order with "A-number" granting asylum, if applicable, with a valid passport
• Form I-797 certifying immigrant or refugee status with a valid passport
Social Security Number (SSN)
You must show an original document that verifies it:
• Social Security Card with your current name
• W-2, or pay stub, or other official document showing your SSN
Proof of Florida residency
Two separate documents showing your Florida residential address. For example: utility bills (water, electricity, telephone, etc.), lease agreement, property deed, Florida vehicle registration, etc. They must be current (often within the last 60 days).
Current legal name
If your legal name has changed (due to marriage, divorce, court order, or other reason), you need to bring certificates or legal documents verifying that change, and ensure that your immigration documents are also updated if necessary. B. Non-Immigrants (Temporary Status)
Proof of Legal Presence
Depending on your status, you will need one of the following:
• A valid I-94 form showing your legal entry status.
• A valid visa corresponding to your classification (F-1, M-1, J-1, J-2, etc.), along with the I-20 form if you are an F-1 or M-1 student; or the DS-2019 form if you are a J-1 or J-2.
• USCIS documents proving temporary authorization, employment authorization (if applicable), etc.
Identity
Even if you are not a citizen, you need valid identification: a current foreign passport, a combination of your immigration documents, etc. Sometimes a passport plus an immigration document proving legal status is required.
Social Security Number (if you have one)
If you already have an SSN, you must show it with documentation such as your SSN card, a W-2 form, or another document where it appears.
If you do not have an SSN, some offices require you to show a letter from the SSA stating that you have not been issued an SSN (or that you are not eligible) or an explanation of your immigration status.
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
